Week Four – Nehemiah 7-8

Daily Reading starting Monday 8th August
Day One – Nehemiah 7:1-5

How do these appointments signify the completion of the wall and all it represents?

On what basis are these appointments made?

What is still lacking? What does this say about the ultimate aim of building the wall?

Look up Genesis 12:1-3. Which promises currently seem fulfilled? Which still need fulfilment?

Do you ever get caught up in systems or ministries while forgetting people?

Day Two – Nehemiah 7:4-73

While being a long list to get through, how do you think reading this list would have made Jews in Nehemiah’s day feel?

For one of the ‘insignificant’ individuals in this list, what would it mean to be established securely back in Jerusalem?

Where do you need to be more thankful for God’s provision and faithfulness?

Day Three – Nehemiah 8:1-6

Why do you think the reading of God’s Word comes at this place in the story?

Why do you think the reading of God’s Word has such a prominent place?

How do the people respond to the Word?

What prevents our eager attentiveness to and response to God’s word?

Day Four – Nehemiah 8:6-12

What role to the priests have?

Why would hearing the Word of God cause people to grieve?

Why is it appropriate to rejoice instead? (see Romans 15:4)

What extra reasons do we have to rejoice that they didn’t?

Does reading the Word having this effect on you? Why or why not?

Day Five – Nehemiah 8:13-18

Who needs extra teaching from the Word? Why do you think that is?

In v.14-16 the people hear something commanded in the Word and so go out and do it. Do you ever lose this simple obedience? Why?

Day Six – Nehemiah 8:13-18 & Leviticus 23:33-43

Living in a tent (booth) reminded people of when God’s people were in the desert, reliant on God for their every need. Why would this point in Israel’s history be an appropriate time to remember the wilderness and God’s provision there?

How could you better remember God’s provision for you in Jesus?

How would that change you?
