
Daily Reading starting Monday 5th September
It became clear at the end of Nehemiah that people’s hearts still needed to be changed. Hebrews 8-9 picks up how Jesus has brought in a New Covenant, that we might live as his people in a way not possible for those of Nehemiah’s day.
Day One – Hebrews 8:1-6
What is the relationship between the Old Covenant and the new one?
What makes the New Covenant superior?
What promises do you think it might refer to?
What comfort do you find in knowing your saviour Jesus is seated at God’s right hand in heaven?
Day Two – Hebrews 8:7-13
In Nehemiah’s day, God remained faithful while the people were unfaithful. What will make the new covenant different?
How do you think this works?
How would Nehemiah have worked out differently if they had this new covenant?
Do you feel like God’s commands are distant and difficult or that God helps you to obey?
Day Three – Hebrews 9:1-10
What did the old covenants regulations say about our access to God?
What remained deficient in this covenant?
These regulations were impressive and hard for some people to let go of when Jesus came. Do you ever get caught up in regulations or traditions that you feel are necessary for you to approach God?
Day Four – Hebrews 9:11-15
How has Jesus given us greater access to God?
How else is this new covenant superior?
Are you ever apprehensive about approaching God because of your failures?
What does this passage say about how you can now relate to God?
Day Five – Hebrews 9:16-28
How is the new covenant shown to be superior in this passage?
Do you think and act like your sins have been taken away, once-for-all, at the cross?
What would it look like to not believe this?
Day Six – Hebrews 10:19-25
This passage is basically the application or encouragement at the end of this long section on the superiority of the new covenant.
What would you say should characterise our approach to God in this passage?
Nehemiah seemed to have boldness and intimacy with God, should we have even more?
We are told to be confident because of the faithfulness of God.
How did God show himself to be faithful in Nehemiah?
How do we know his faithfulness even more now?
How should this change your approach to God?
